General Membership Meeting on May 25, 2010  

 
Proposed Amendments to the Kent Island Yacht Club Constitution 

and Bylaws  
 

1.) Revise Chapter I, Section 2, Paragraph (e) of the By-Laws from 
ñPast Commodore Members with service of at least three years at an 
elected Flag Officer rank shall be exempt from annual dues, but from 
no other fees or assessments.ò to ñPast Commodore Members with 
service of at least three years at an elected officer rank shall pay 
dues at the Golden Membership rate.  Beginning with the year fol-
lowing the year in which Past Commodores reach the age of 70 they 
will be exempt from paying dues, but from no other fees or assess-
ments.  The immediate Past Commodore will be exempt from paying 
dues in the year following his/her term of office, but from no other 
fees or assessments.ò 

 
Reason for the amendment:   To address  dissatisfaction among the 
Membership with the language as amended August 12, 2008, and re-
spond to the objections of the Membership to the revision proposed in 
July 2009.  
 

2.) Revise the opening sentence of Article XII, Section 6 of the Consti-
tution from ñThe Board of Governors shall meet during the first week 
of each month; the Commodore will select the time and day of the 
week at his/her first meeting, with the advice and approval of the 
Board.ò  to ñThe Board of Governors shall meet each month; the 
Commodore will select the day and time with the advice and ap-
proval of the Board.ò 

 
Reason for the amendment:  The rigidity of the language and the fact 
that all desired information for a meeting may not be available during the 
first week of each month.
