The Board voted to place a cap on the number 
of memberships - 500 full memberships and 100 memberships from other 
classifications.

This decision will also be given to the Rules Com-
mittee for review. In addition the Board voted to temporarily discontinue 
House Charges. Members can pay by cash, credit card or check. This was 
done to improve our current cash flow.  
 
 Those members who received $50 house credits for early payment of 
dues, slip fees or sponsorship of a new member will receive a $50 coupon 
with the December billing. I was very pleased that so many members took 
advantage of the $50 house credit by paying their dues early.

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Revised Turkey Shoot Rules 
 
1. Safe shooting and handling of shotguns is to be practiced by everyone. 
     All weapons, even unloaded, must be handled with the greatest care at          
      all times. If you engage in unsafe practices you will be asked to leave.     
      No exceptions will be made. 
 
2.   Shotguns only – 12 or 20 gauge are permitted.  No straps or slings. 
 
3.  Do not bring ammunition in to the Club.  The Range Master will   

 handle all ammunition. 
 
4. Shotguns may only be brought into the Club unloaded with breech open 
 at all times. Shotguns must immediately be taken outside and placed in 
 the storage rack or on tables provided by the Club. 
 
5. Alcoholic beverages will only be allowed inside the Club, such beverages 
 are not allowed in the range area. 
 
6. The minimum age for shooters is 18 unless the shooter presents a state 
 approved Hunter Safety Certificate.  A parent or guardian must  accompany 
 all shooters under 18.  Children who are not shooting shall  not be allowed 
 on the range. 
 
7. The Range Master has final say on all range matters.  Do not shoot  until  
 cleared by the Range Master.  When it is your turn to shoot, the 
 Range Master will give you one (1) shell and you may load your gun at 
 that time. If you are shooting multiple targets, you will be given one (1) 
 shell at a time for each target. 
 
8. Please do not be late for your turn to shoot. 
 
9. If there is a tie, the shooters will have the option to split the prize.  If all  
  shooters can not agree on this option there will be a shoot-off with each  
 shooter taking one shot.  The shot closest to the center wins. 
 
10. If you have never shot before and would like to try, please ask.  Note:   
 shotguns may be available for you.  Please ask for assistance. 
 
11. It is strongly recommended that all people in shooting areas wear eye 

 and ear protection. 
 
12. Limit of three prizes per day, excluding money rounds.  This number may 

 be increased by the Rear Commodore or the Duty Officer.
