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Commodoreõs Report 

 
 On June 9th the Planning Committee presented to the Board a plan 
that provided a short term list of recommendations that would support a  
return to financial soundness. Our goal is to not use 2011 early dues pay-
ments and slip fee deposits to carry us to the end of this year. We have  
repaid the 2009 loan, and hope not to have to take another one, but it may 
be necessary. That same evening, the Board voted to eliminate the general 
manager position, effective immediately. The Vice and Rear Commodores 
are now fully responsible for the restaurant and bar functions. 
 At the Board Meeting held June 15th, the Board voted to accept and 
begin work on a number of the Planning Committeeôs recommended 
changes: repairs to piers and bulkheads, a Tiki Bar, expansion of our liquor 
license, a new Membership Dues Payment Cycle and a Member Food and 
Beverage Credit. At the General Membership Meeting held June 22nd, 
which was very well attended, these items were discussed in detail in the 
various officerôs reports. The next Membership Meeting is scheduled for 
August 24th. At that time, we will have updates on the progress we are 
making with these recommendations, and others as well. 
 Just a quick note to mention our Princess Toni Mosscrop: Toni repre-
sented us at the Queen of the Chesapeake Pageant.  Although Toni was 
not selected Queen, she did us proud. We thank her for her hard work and 
diligence in performing her duties. 
 Another quick note:  In order to help get us through the end of the 
year, we are having a major fund raiser.  A Rubber Duck Race will be held 
on Labor Day, September 6th.  A picnic with hamburgers, hot dogs, chips 
and melon will be provided to all members and their families. There will be 
beverages for purchase. The picnic is at 2pm and the race is at 4pm. Every 
member, no matter the category of membership, will receive five tickets to 
buy or sell.  $10 will buy a duck to enter in the race. The prizes are: 1st 
$1000, 2nd $500 and 3rd $250. This will be a fun day. You can cheer your 
duck to the finish line. This fundraiser is for the General Fund. This time it  
is all about us! Please support this effort by buying and selling ducks!

 Rear Commodoreõs Report 
 
 

 The month of June has been very eventful.  We have entered into a 
new direction for the Club and everyone is excited about the possibilities.   
If you were not able to attend the Membership Meeting on Tuesday the 
22nd you really missed something special. The room was full of good news, 
excitement and positive energy. I will review my part of the presentation so 
that everyone will know of the positive actions the Club has taken. 
 The Membership Committee, Babs & Lamar Perry, Cheryl Phillips, 
Marie & Bob Wallace, Jennifer Diederichs and Tom & Juanita German were 
recognized for all of their hard work and the superlative results they have 
created. The results to date of the Membership Drive, which started just 
over a month ago, are that we have 13 New Special Regular Memberships, 
7 Reinstated Members, 2 New Regular Memberships, 5 Slips rented by 
New Members and 29 Pool Temporary Memberships. Thanks to these peo-
ple the net, after advertising expenses, made for the Club is just over 
$30,000.00 of new income!!!!  We all owe these people a debt of gratitude 
for what they have accomplished. 
 We are planning to have all of the following items in place by July 1st 
1. We will have a Happy Hour from 4 to 7pm every day the Club is open. 
Pricing is Beer $1.50, House Liquor $2.50 and House Wines $3.00.  
We are also upgrading the Bar Snacks.   
                You think that is something wait till you hear this!  
2. We are implementing a Member Food and Beverage Credit.  When you     
spend $300 or more in any quarter you automatically will receive a 10% 
credit of that amount set aside on your member statement.  Each quarter 
will start a new cycle. You can use these credits to pay for food & beverage 
expenses or set them aside and apply them to your annual membership 
dues. Just think about this for a minuteé.we can now eat and drink our 
way to free membershipsé.it doesnôt get much better than that!!! 
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3. The Tiki Bar has been approved and is being funded totally from per-
sonal donations by Club members. It will be a stick built wooden structure.  
We plan to place it where the Visitors Dock meets A Dock. Final plans are 
being drawn and construction will start real soon. The Bar will serve beer, 
house liquor, some top shelf liquors and wine. 
4. The Cook Shack opened for service the last weekend in June. In July, 
the hours of operation will be 12pm to 6pm on Saturdays and Sundays as 
well as on the 4th of July. In addition to beer, wine and soft drinks we will 
serve pizza, hamburgers and hotdogs along with chips and other snacks 
too. We also hope to include ice cream for those hot days we have ahead.  
5. A very important aspect of our changes is that the supervision of the Bar 
and Wait Staff along with bar stock will now be in the hands of the very ca-
pable Anne Hare. The ODs will be more active in assisting the staff with 
their duties.  We are taking a very proactive approach with our employees, 
and will be working with them to instill teamwork and excellence in service.  
 Finally, I have a personal request. The transition strongly impacts our 
Office Staff so please take this into consideration when requesting assis-
tance. We will soon hire new staff that will need to be trained. The office is 
a very busy place and while there, I found it difficult to work with so many 
people coming in or calling who required immediate attention. Please re-
member that MaryAnn is now doing the work of 2 or 3 people. We are all 
working hard to relieve her of some of these duties. If you have an issue, 
please come to the OD, the Bridge or the Board Members for assistance.  
If you canôt find one of us, we will be providing a list of our phone numbers 
so you can reach someone to answer your questions. Things for MaryAnn 
will be getting better as we work our way through the next few weeks and 
months.
